| have been a member of SGAP Qld Region since 1967; with branch membership
firstly of Brisbane Southside branch, then Western Suburbs branch when that
formed in 1973. | now hold membership of 3 branches of Qld Region, including
the Brisbane Daytime branch.

In 1990 | returned
to Region Council as Plant Recorder, filled the position of President for 3 years
and then remained on Council as Immediate Past President and became the
Convenor of the 1999 ASGAP Conference in Brisbane.

My late husband, Allen, and | moved to Brisbane in 1972 and started a native
garden on an absolutely bare block of land. When we were approaching retirement
we considered moving to acreage on the outskirts of Brisbane, but decided that we
would rather stay on the suburban block, and spend as much time as possible
travelling in various parts of Australia, viewing and photographing native plants,
and collecting seed and cuttings. During holidays twice a year while we were still
working, and in the next 10 years, we travelled extensively in al states of
Australia, and in about 17 years of travelling we clocked up about 250,000
kilometres in our 4WD camper vehicle, as well as taking a few other trips by bus
or by plane and hire vehicle. On most occasions we travelled with other SGAP
members and camped in natural areas. | believe that all parts of our vast continent
have much to offer the native plant enthusiast, but | especially enjoy the north,
including Cape York, the Top End of the Territory and the Kimberleys.

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ASGAP Council Meeting Report: 12 February 2000

Special Resolutions

At the February Council meeting two Special Resolutions were put forward as
Notices of Motion to make changes to the Rules of ASGAP. A special resolution
from Tasmania was passed to officially change their name as listed in Rule 5(4) to
“Australian Plants Society Tasmania Inc”. Another Special Resolution was passed
to change the word “Council” in rule 8(2) to “Executive’. The former wording
had the possible effect of preventing a member who had been a delegate for their
Region on Council for three years from later accepting a position on the
Executive, or a member of the Executive from later being appointed by their
Region as a delegate. It was probably not the intention of the original clause to
restrict Regions in this way.

Another motion was passed to alter By-Law Ill (3) to permit the Executive to
appoint a new Study Group Leader. The former wording of this clause stated that
such an appointment had to be made by the Council, which could have had the
effect of preventing the appointment of a new Study Group Leader for some
months, waiting for a Council meeting.

Study Group Co-ordinator, Jan Sked presented a detailed report to the meeting.
In discussion following the report, it was agreed that Joy Greig would become the
Leader of the Australian Daisy Study Group when Judy Barker retired later in the
year. Gwyn Clarke informed the Council that a half day would be set aside for
Study Groups in the programme for the ASGAP Biennial Conference in Canberra
in 2001. Suggestions for possible topics were cultivar registrations and the writing
up of descriptors for them, ownership of the intellectual property of Study Group
material and theillegal trade marking of individual plant names. These workshops
will be open to all members.

Conservation Officer, Cherree Densley. The report presented to the Council
Meeting was published in the October Newsletter [No. 24], page 13.

ACRA Liaison Officer, Neil Marriott, reported that he had successfully moved
that an Australian cultivar must consist of at least 75% Australian content and not
more than 25% exotic, not only 25% Australian and 75% exotic as had been the
situation previously. Neil also advised that he was continuing to try to resolve the
confusion in the nursery industry over the hybrid plant Grevillea “Long John” and
the specie&. longistyla

All Regions are requested to appoint a liaison officer to work with the ASGAP
ACRA Liaison Officer. At the date of the Council meeting only Canberra, WA
and Queensland had notified Neil of their ACRA Liaison Officer.
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The meeting was also advised that ACRA is compiling a database of all cultivars
being sold through the Nursery trade. All Regions are requested to collect lists
from their members of all cultivars being sold, and to forward these lists to Nell.
Tasmanian Region was thanked for already providing an extensive list.

Australian Flora Foundation Report was presented by lan Cox, the AFF
representative. lan’s full report is published later in this Newsletter.

Working Party Report was given by Lorna Murray as Convenor of this sub-
committee. All Regions have now appointed a delegate to the Working Party.
Details of the discussion at the Conference in Brisbane in July, extracted from the
conference tapes, an up-dated version of the ASGAP Rules and By-Laws and a
listing of comments and queries on issues raised previously to the Canberra Task
Force had been distributed to all Working Party members in November and replies
were requested by the end of February.

Some points relating to problems with the Rules and By-Laws were referred to
Public Officer lan Anderson, for comment. After collation of all responses from
Working Party members, it is proposed to hold a discussion by teleconference
later in the year to consider the points raised.

National Wattle Day. Victoria reported that the
Macfarlane Burnett Research Institute Melbourne had
made contact with the Victorian Region last
September suggesting a joint venture in implementing
a National Program for Wattle Day. Representatives
met with the Institute last December and developed an
outline for a program, which would benefit both
organisations. As the program developed, it was
obvious that corporate sponsorship would be essential
to ensure the success of the program, particularly 3 acacia pycnantha

national coverage is planned. Contact was made with Common name: Golden wattle
the Wattle Day Association, based in Canberra, and Floral emblem of Australia
they have expressed interest in being involved.

The Institute is keen to have the Prime Minister promote the Day, hence the level
of operation is high. The Institute has some contact with the political world
through Barry Jones's direct involvement with the Institute. To date a brooch
design has been completed and is currently being costed. These brooches are to be
distributed and sold nationally. A glossy brochure is being created to attract
corporate interest. The brochure will have information of the Society and the
Institute. Also aweb site is being created but registration of the preferred domain
name has proven to be not so straightforward. Other ssmple names are being
considered.
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The main objective isto have APS Victoria and other community groups organise,
arrange and participate in various types of activities on the day. These may
include breakfasts, lunches, tree planting, school participation and other functions
to promote the day. APS Victoriawill be amajor partner in this project and it will
give us an opportunity to promote ourselves in the community. There is much to
be done in the short time available to us.

It was suggested that all Regions could arrange community activities to
commemorate Wattle Day.

ASGAP History. John Walter has offered to compile a history of SGAP for our
50" birthday in 2007. He is asking that a Researcher be appointed in each Region
to supply information for the chapter on the history of that Region, and then he
would compile it into a single volume. Details of the funding which will be
required still have to be decided by the ASGAP Council.

The proposed contents of the book are —
1 Australian Plants in the ¥9Century and our Pioneer Growers
2. Swaby and the Formation of the Society
3.-9. Development of the Society in each Region
10. ASGAP including Conferences
11. SGAP Publishing
12. Study Groups
13. Where to Find SGAP now

Also it isintended to include appendices giving lists of Office Bearersin ASGAP
and Regions, and Honorary Life members in each Region.

The plan is for the book to be bound with hard cover and to be sold to members to
cover the costs of publication.

Bird Observers Club of Australia has approached Victorian Region asking for
assistance with a survey to see what birds visit Grevillea robusta when it is in
flower. (Information is to be sent to Regions.)

Australian Native Flora in Flower Industry (ANFFI) Report, submitted by
Bonni Reichelt, is published later in this Newsletter. The subcommittee would
like support, particularly from NSW APS, to approach the ABC and Australian
Consumer’s Association (Choice Magazine) and to talk to the Australian Native
Flora Growers Association to see if they would support a Code of Practice, since
it isin their interest to have this market niche served correctly. The subcommittee
IS open to other ideas on publicity to increase public awareness of the problem and
to assess how they feel about the industry practices.

Canberra Region will be hosting the next ASGAP Biennial conference and
seminar. The organising committee is working on arrangements and costing. An
outline will be sent shortly to Newsletter and Journal editorsin all Regions, those
who attended the Brisbane Conference, and others who have asked to be put on
the mailing list. The Conference brochure, which will invite bookings, will be sent
out after 1 July 2000.

Late September/early October is the beginning of spring in the Canberra area and
coincides with peak flowering for the areas chosen for the Pre and Post
Conference tours. Also, it is the best school/university holiday time for flowersin
the Region and coincides with Canberra’'s Floriade Festival where SGAP
Canberra members volunteer to be explainers in the Australian (native) Garden.

Please put the following key dates in your diary if you are thinking of attending —
and we hope you will.

Mon 24 to Fri 28 September: Pre-Conference tour Gorges to the Sea. This tour
will take a route north of Canberra via Goulburn, Robertson and Nowra and will
include the stunning banksias, boronias, gorges and rainforest at Robertson and
Minnimurra and the coastal heath, creek and forest flora at Morton National Park.

Saturday 29 September: Delegates from each region attend ASGAP 21%
Biennial Conference business meeting, and some observers. Arrival and
registration day for most people. It is hoped to plan a meeting for Study Group
leaders and delegates at some time.

Sunday 30 September: Day trips. Possibilities include national capital attractions
in the Parliamentary Triangle such as new and old Parliament Houses, the
Australian native plantings at new Parliament House, the Australian National
Library, the National Gallery of Australia, the High Court, Questacon, and
Floriade. A trip to the snow will be an alternative if there is enough interest.

Monday 1 October to Friday 5 October: Seminars on Monday, Wednesday and
Friday; Day trips on Tuesday and Thursday. Conference dinner Thursday night.

Sat 6 to Wed 10 October: Post-Conference tour By Seas and through Trees.
This tour covers the South Coast and hinterland of NSW, from Batemans Bay to
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the Victorian border. It will visit areas containing temperate and littoral
rainforests, wet and dry sclerophyll forests, as well as montane and coastal heath
in areas including National Parks.

The venue will be Hawker College, Murranji St, Hawker, a northern suburb in the
Belconnen area. The College has a tiered theatre, canteen and gym which will be
for our exclusive use for the week.

The official accommodation is at Belconnen Hotel/Motel, also in the suburb of
Hawker. We have negotiated a very favourable rate for dinner, bed and breakfast
on atwin or triple share basis. The Motel is located at the Hawker Village shops,
which will give ready access to services such as alaundromat, dry cleaner, doctor,
supermarket, several restaurants and a Club. It is about 15 minutes walk from
Hawker College. We will organise transport for those unable to make the walk.

Australian Plants Awards

The ASGAP Executive is now caling for nominations for the Australian Plants
Award, which should be presented at the next Biennial Conference in Canberrain
September 2001.

The person nominated should have made an outstanding contribution to the
knowledge of Australian plants in one of the following categories:-

* Professional The contribution has been made by the recipient in the course of a
notable professional career in a natural science field;

» Amateur The contribution has been made by the recipient through primarily
amateur or voluntary work or interest in Australian plants.

Each Member Society may submit a nomination in either or both categories.

There shall be no restrictions on nominees for the Award in terms of nationality,

residence, membership of the Association, or the nature of the contribution for
which the Award is being presented. A previous winner may not be
nominated.

Nominations for an Award to be made in 2001 shall be in the hands
of the Executive by 31 July 2000. Any previous nominations will
not stand, but need to be resubmitted to the present Executive.

Nominations should be a full resume of the nominee and include
qualifications, research, publications, membership and work for
societies, study groups, and other organizations, fieldwork,
community involvement, lectures and promotions etc.

The ASGAP President and both Vice-Presidents form the Australian
Plants Award Committee.

Report of Australian Flora Foundation (AFF)

Report prepared for the ASGAP Council Meeting on 12
February 2000.

Three grants, totalling about $30,000 have been approved for
the year 2000.

The projects are:

1.

Boronia species for the cut flower industry rely heavily on bush cuttings.
Attempts to cultivate have run into difficulties with up to 50% losses occurring
in the second year. Observations suggest that major limits to survival are
caused by collar and root rots. The project aims to determine the potential
causes of plant death, determine species or selections which may act as suitable
rootstocks for the main cut flower varieties and to foster development of
systematic trials on growers’ properties.

Researcher: Jonathan Lidbetter, NSW Agriculture, Gosford NSW.

This project proposes to answer the question: is rarity in the Banksia genus
associated with highly specialised nutrient acquisition mechanisms? It will
focus on the hypothesis that rarity in distribution of various Banksia speciesis
due to their possessing a spectrum of root exudates that is either very limited or
is only effective in soil types that are uncommon.

Researchers: Prof. J T Lambers and Dr E J Veneklass, Plant Sciences, The
University of Western Australia, Nedlands WA.

This project will examine aspects of germination of salt-tolerant native grass
species growing in ephemeral wetlands in inland Victoria. Saline depressions
within the native grasslands have received very little attention, yet are likely to
contain species that can be used to reverse degradation caused by changes in
land use.

Researchers: Austin Brown, State Chemistry Laboratory, Werribee, Vic. and
Elizabeth James, Royal Botanic Gardens, Melbourne.

Applications for research grants for the year 2001 have been called, and close on
13 March 2000.

Successful applicants will be asked to produce a poster about their research. These
will come in handy for use in displays at exhibitions.

Assets of the Foundation now total about $600,000, mainly coming from
bequests. The latest bequest is from the estate of Inez Armitage, a well-known
past member of the Society in NSW.

At the last meeting in November the investment strategy for these funds was
agreed. This was to invest 50% in fixed interest securities, and 50% in growth
assets — a middle of the road approach to keep a balance between annual income
that can be used for research, and the retention of real value in the longer term.

Over the last year or so there have been operational difficulties, resulting in
membership renewals being delayed, and interruption of information such as
research reports flowing to members and supporters. These difficulties were
contributed to by the illness of Dr Malcolm Reid, and to the fact that the
President, Prof. Richard Williams, from his office in Queensland, had trouble in
accessing the files located in Sydney. Richard has now taken steps to fix this — by
having the records sent to Queensland, and setting up the administration using
facilities at the University of Queensland.

Unfortunately Malcolm Reid did not seek re-election as Secretary at the AGM in
November due to ill health. Malcolm was President of the Foundation for many
years until 1998, and played a central role in the expansion of the Foundation
during his period of office.

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Report of Australian Native Flora in Flower Industry (ANFFI)

Report from ANFFI Subcommittee Qld Region (Australian Native Flora in
Flower Industry) submitted by Bonni Reichelt to the ASGAP Council Meeting.

Shirley Pipitone (Canberra Region SGAP) and Bonni Reichelt (Qld Region
SGAP) met with Susan Johnston, Manager of the Strategic Policy Unit of the
Federal Bureau of Consumers Affairs, and Wallace Fernandes, a specialist on
Codes of Practice on January 21, 2000. We presented our case re Industry
misrepresentation of non-native flora as "native", "Australian” or "wildflowers’
with examples, and a brief history of what the Society has done about the problem
since 1994 (surveys, petitions).

Susan Johnston discussed 3 options with us:

1. If we wish to develop a Code of Practice, we should be aware that Codes of
Practice are normally initiated by Industry. They are self-regulatory codes and
Industry cooperation is essential to set them up and to put them into practice.
Industries are mainly motivated to develop Codes of Practice in two ways:
either they perceive that they are facing a serious loss of public confidence and
support OR if the government is about to step in with heavy regulations and
penalties to solve their problem for them. Thus, if we pursue this strategy, we
will have to meet with Industry associations and convince them that the Public
feels strongly about this and that it is in their interest to handle this market
niche correctly.

2. We should visit the Australian Competition and Consumers Commission
(ACCQC) in our respective states and seek their advice re bringing a case of
breach of Section 52 of the 1974 Trade Practice Act to court. This would only
work if we had a clear case, which the ACCC felt they could win. If we could
find even one case that we could prosecute, then it would provide a clear
message to Industry and they would be very motivated to change. Even if we
could not find a clear case to prosecute, it would be worthwhile to discuss this
with them, to find out what does constitute a breach of the Trade Practice Act.

3. She pointed out that this was an interesting case because it dealt with issues
beyond simple consumer dissatisfaction; it involves public perception of
national identity. That is, misleading marketing practices are damaging to
public knowledge regarding our natural heritage — our native flora. While this
Is a nebulous issue, it is aso a very important one and depending on how the
general public feel — this may be a way to gain general public and political
support for making Industry change their practices. She said she would look
into this and see if she could identify someone in government who is willing
and able to help us with this aspect of the case.
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Since the last ASGAP conference in Brisbane, SGAP Tasmania Region has
submitted 3 surveys from different areas around Tasmania. We thank them for
carrying out these surveys, as they provide further support our case that the public
are confused about Proteas being native and also show that the public do not like
industry® misleading practices. We still need surveys from Victoria and Western
Australia.

We propose the next step is to talk to the ACCC (Regiona Offices in Brisbane
and Canberra), to determine if we can make a case and what this would involve
financially and in terms of input from members. For options 1 & 3, we will need
to prove that we have general public support — that the majority of the Australian
people disapprove of Industry® practices. Our surveys so far show this —
approximately 90% disapprove of misleading labelling. But we need more
publicity — perhaps ABC Four Corners or Choice Magazine would do some
iInvestigations into the problem.

We would like support, particularly from NSW APS, to approach the ABC and
Australian Consumer® Association (Choice Magazine) and to talk to the
Australian Native Flora Growers Association to see if they would support a Code
of Practice, since it isin ther interest to have this market niche served correctly.
We are open to other ideas on publicity to increase public awareness of the
problem and to assess how they feel about the industry practices.
