Ancther Courcil meding of ASGAP was held on 7April, with anattendancef all
the Exeautive Officas, 3 d the gppanted dficers, a delegate from ead o the
Member Societies and 5 olservers. A report of this meding and some of the
officers’ reports are given later in the Newsletter.

The redpients for an Australian Plants Award for this biennium were annourced
to this Courcil meding. In the Professonal Sedion awards were made to
Lawrence Smith of Queensland Region and lan Fraser of Canberra Region, while
in the Amateur caegory a joint award was made to Geoff and Gwyn Clarke of
Canberra Region. | would like to congratul ate these winners and complement them
on the very high standard of their achievements as presented in the submissons to
the Awards Committee.

In the last Newdletter, in the report of the Courcil meding of the 11 November, it
was mentioned that a meding of Conservation Officars by teleconference was
planned. Unfortunately this meding will not occur, as the ASGAP Conservation
Officer reported that there was insufficient suppat from the Region Office leaers
to proceal with the planned conference A meding of Conservation Officers or
their proxieswill be arranged in Cankerraduring the Seminar period, o it is hopel
that this will allow a good interchange of ideas between Regions at this time.

Also as the planned dscusson ketween Study Group Leaders could na be
arranged, a meding of Study GroupLeaders will also beorganised in Canlerra, 0
it is hoped that many of these Leaders will be ale to be present then. The
Exeautive had considered that a meding by teleconference would have been a
grea oppatunity, particularly for Leaders who might not be ale to attend the
Federal Conference, to discusstheir adivities and methods of operation. Now that
the Study Group Leaders Manual is available, all Leaders oud assess the
contents carefully and advise the Study Group Co-ordinator of any deficiencies or
problems which might arise. The loose-led format dl ows for easy updating of any
section.

On 2 December the Working Party held a discusson by teleconference regarding
the isaues being considered by this committee This was a profitable meding and a
report was presented to the Courcil meding on 7 April. A report from this
committeefor the Federal Conferenceis now being prepared. The draft report has
been sent to the delegates from all Regions now, and the completed report will be
sent with the Conference papers to all Region celegates and Seaetaries, so it is
hoped that this will form the basis of informed discussion at the Conference.

During the summer hdlidays | spent most of the time & home, bu | did fit in a
short trip to North Queenslandagain. The weaher in Cairns wasaboutthe same as
In Brishane & the time, quite hat but nat excessvely so, and the Atherton Tableland

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ASGAP Council Meeting Report: 7 April 2001

At the meding of the ASGAP Courcil on 7 April, those present included the
President, two Vice-Presidents, Seaetary, Treasurer, Study Group Co-ordinator,
the gpadnted officers Newdetter Editor, Conservation Officer, and a delegate
from ead of the Member Societies. Apalogies were recaved from lan Anderson,
Public Officer; Nel Marriott, ACRA Representative; and lan Cox, AFF
Representative. There were 3 observers.

Special Resolutions

At this Courcil meding three spedal resolutions to change the Rules of the
Association were passed.

Rule 4 (1) (i) Definitions was amended to read “Courcil medings, Biennia
Conferences and Speda medings as defined in Rule (6) shall constitute general
medings for the purpaoses of the Act. This clause was changed so that amendments
of the Objects or Rules of the Association can be made at a Biennial Conference.

It was thought that this was a desirable procedure, bu it was not sanctioned under
the Rules. Rule 14 dtates, “The objeds and rules of the Assciation may only be
amended in acordance with the Act, which requires that a Speda Resolution, as
defined in sedion 70 & the Act, be gproved by a 3% mgority at a general
meding”, and pevioudy Rule 4 (1) (i) stated “Courcil Medings as described in
Rule 6 (2) shall constitute general meetings for the purposes of the Act”.

Rule 6 (5) Annual General Meding was amended by the insertion d a dause (f)
“It shall comprise the Officers and one alegate from ead Member Society”. This
addition was to clarify the situation at an Annual General Meding, with a dause
parallel to those drealy inserted in Rule 6 (1) Biennial Conference, (2) Courcil
Meding, and (4) Spedal Meding, and it is in agreanent with the stuation as
outlined in Rule 9.

Rule 3 Powers was amended by the insertion d ancother clause (1) (¢) “To
establish Study Groups appropriate to its objeds’, and by renumbering the
previous clause (c) as (d). The reason for this change was that the Study Groups
are amost important part of ASGAP adivities, bu until now they have been
recognised in the Rules only by the mention d a Study Group Co-ordinator. The
insertion of this clause will clarify their status within ASGAP.

Other Notices of Motion

A motion was passd to appant a Rules and By-laws Officer, under By-law 1
Courxil Appantments. The job of this officer will be to kegy a wrred copy of the
Rules and By-laws, to update them after any change, and to give anew corred
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copy to the Seaetary for distribution to office beaers and Member Societies. It is
most important that there is always a @rred copy of the Rules for all Members
and Officers. The distribution can now be by eledronic means after ead Courcil
meding, bu delegates to the Biennial Conference will ill be provided with a
hard copy for the Conference. After this motion was passed, Jan Sked was
appointed to this position.

By-law 3 Study Groups was amended by the insertion d a dause (9) “At the end
of ead financial yea a Study Group Leader shall provide a report on adivitiesand
an updated membership list to the Study Group Co-ordinator”. The Study Group
Co-ordinator reported that this is generally being dore now by Study Group
Leaders, bu the inclusion d this clause in the By-laws will make the requirement
clear to all Leaders.

A motion was aso passd to provide the same remuneration for the Study Group
Co-ordinator attending a Biennial Conference, as for the other members of the
Exeautive. The Study Group Co-ordinator is now an eleded member of the
Exeautive, bu this position was not included in a previous motion regarding
expense payments for members of the Exeautive dtending a Biennial Conference.
It will now take effect from the 2001 Conference.

Business arising from previous minutes

The Conservation Officer, Cherree Dendey, reported to the meding that the
proposal for ateleconference of Region Conservation Officers was nat to proceed,
as there had been inaufficient resporse from these Region office keaers. A timeis
being all ocated at the Seminar in Cankerrafor a meding of Conservation Officers,
so it is hoped that the Conservation Officer or a proxy from ead Region will be
able to attend this meeting.

Reports from ASGAP Officers

Study Group Co-ordinator. At the present time there ae 27 Study Groups li sted
as adive within ASGAP. Since my last report in November last yea, we have
welcomed ore new Study Group Leader, Thais Eisen who hes readivated the
Acada Study Group. The Calytrix and Hibbertia Study Groups are till i n recess
and rew Lealers are being sought. A Study Group Listing is included later in this
Newsletter.

Public Officer. The only item to report was that the ASGAP documents for the
financial yea 19992000 recaved from the Treasurer, John Morse, were
forwarded to the Registrar-General’s office in January.

Newsdletter Editor. Sincethe end d my term as Newsletter Editor is approading |
would like to take the oppatunity to thank all the committee members for their
suppat and timely submisgon d articles. | would like to espedally thank Beth
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McRobert for suppying the majority of the ill ustrations used. A spedal thank you
to Brian Walters for getting the Newsletter “on line” so successfully.

AFF Representative. lan Cox, stated that there was nathing further to report to
this meeting in respect of the Australian Flora Foundation.

Report from the Australian Plants Award Committee

The committeerecaved 6 naninations for the avard in the Professonal caegory
and also 6 naminations in the Amateur caegory, at lesst one nomination being
recaved from ead Region. The names of the winners of the Australian Plants
Awards for this biennium were annourced to the meding. These have been listed
in the President’s Message, and a short note on the adievements of ead of these
successful candidates is given later.

The committee stated that the standard o entries this time was very high, and the
judging a difficult task. It congratulated all entrants, and expressd the hope that
candidates not successul this yea would be nominated by their Region again at a
later date.

Report from the Working Party

The discusson by teleconference of members of the Working Party was held on 2
Deceanber 2000. The working Party report to Courcil is included later in the

Changes to Rules: From the discusson, five motions to change the Rules or the
By-Laws are being presented to this meding. These ae generally cosmetic

changes to clarify procedures.

It was deaded that a Rules and By-Laws Officer shoud be gpanted to seethat
updetes are made when necessary after ead Courcil meding or Conference. Jan
Sked has offered to take this position if this suggestion is approved by Council.

It was also dedded that a register of Administrative
and Operational Procedures soud be set up, and a
list of what shoud be included in such aregister has
been made. The first drafts of some of these
guidelines are now being written.

Council medings. The suggestion is being made by
the Working Party that all Regions shoud appant an

alternate delegate who would attend as an observer.

Finance There was alot of discusson as to whether
concesson members of Regions $oud pay some
levy to ASGAP. It was uggested that the Working
Party obtain more detalls abou the membership
arrangements and numbers of members in eadh
Region, and then explore the matter further.

Internet: The future organisation d the Internet site
and its content neads further discusson, and it is
suggested that this shoud be atopic for disausson &
the forth-coming conference.

Newdetter:?0ptions for dissemination d the
newdetter were discussed again, and it was
suggested that members doud look at the wsts
involved and come badk to the mnference for
general discussion.

Name: A suggestion for the name of the Federa
organisation was Austraian Native Plants

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Association, with the suggestion that all Regions would then adopt a name with
the word Society in the name. The names of all member societies sioud then be
listed on the headed paper.

Scope of the Working Party: A review of the discussons © far suggested that

these had been appropriate and adequate. Several aspeds were related to the role

and function d ASGAP. The ideaof a Promotions Officer came up several times,

and in further discusson Nicky Rose intimated that she could be prepared to

accet such a position when she returned from her trip, if the proposed name
change went ahead.

Future: A report for the Conference will be
put together firstly by the convenor and then
asesxd by all members. A list of necessary
guidelines has been dawn up and
arrangements need to be made for someone
to write the initial document for each one.

Lawrence Smith (Queendand) is a lealing
Landscape Archited in Australia who speadalises
in using Australian native plants in al his
designs and pojeds. Throughou his caea his
overriding theme has been “Design with nature”.

He has built his carea arounda strong personal
belief in two major areas:
The unique quality and value of Australian
Plants and the Australian environment;
The provison d quality of open space
fadliti esfor the benefit and enjoyment of the
people.

Significant projeds for which he has been
responsible include:
World Expo 88 in Brisbane;
The Australian Gardens at the Liverpod International Garden Festival in
England in 1984 and the International Garden and Greenery Exposition at
Osaka, Japan, in 1990;
Botanic Gardens in Gladstone, Bundaberg, Darwin, Mt Isa, Longread,
Barcaldine, Gold Coast, Townsville, Tweed Heads, Maroochy region etc.
Toowoomba International Gardens Network;
Roma Street Parklands.

Lawrie joined the Society for Growing Australian Plants Queensland Region as a
student member as part of the requirements for the post-graduate urse in
Landscgpe Architedure, and he @nsders that this ealy membership of the
Society had a major influence on his later successin his chogn professon. Lawrie
has remained an adive member of the Society since this time, particularly serving
as Chairman and Seaetary at branch level, and also taking the position d Region
President in 1977-79 and Vice-President in 2000-1.

Lawrie is a Registered Archited, Asociate of the Royal Australian Institute of
Architeds (ARAIA) and Fell ow of the Australian Ingtitute of Landscape Architeds
(FAILA). After working as a landscgpe achited for some yeas in the public
sedor and in private pradice, Lawrie established his own business Landdan
Studio in 1976.

In his professonal life, Lawrie has been a welcome ledurer and spedker at many
conferences and seminars. He is always happy to share his knowledge and
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experiencewith professonal groups SGAP groups communty groups and ohers.
He has been a guest ledurer at baoth the University of Queendand and the
Queensland Institute of Technology.

From 1972 to the present, Lawrie has been author or co-author of a variety of
pulicaions deding with landscgpe achitedure and retive plants. During his
caeda he has recaved many awards from the Australian Institute of Landscape
Architeds (AILA) and the Royal Australian Institute of Architeds (RAIA), and he
has held many honaary paositions in aher organisations including the Network of
Regional Botanic Gardens, Australian Hora Foundition, Brisbane Development
Association, Australian Horticultural Marketing Forum.

Lawrence Smith is a notable professonal in his field and he has made amajor
contribution to the knowledge, development, pradicad use and particularly the
promotion d Australian native plants to Australia and the world. His designs and
the use of native plant material have played a significant role in encouraging the
growing and planting of Australian plants.

lan Fraser (Canberra) has made a maor contribution to the cnservation o
Australian native plants, and to educaion d the community abou our florain the
context of their natural environment.

lan graduated from Adelaide University with BSc (Hons) in 1974.lan’s work in
and commitment to conservation has underpinned his whole working life from his
initial employment with the Ecologicd Survey Unit of the SA Museum and the SA
Conservation Courxcil, to the Canberra Environment Centre and the Canberra
Conservation Courcil . His educaion work and publicaions are dmed at direding
community attitudes towards conservation of Australian flora and fauna.

As Diredor of the Canberra Environment Centre, lan played a major role in
foundng the Environment Centre’ s nationally recognised environmental magazine
Bogong which promotes locd, national and international environmental issles.
Through his radio shows, tours and community talks his emphasis is always on
conservation as well as enjoyment of the bush.

lan was a prime mover in the formation d the Conservation Courcil of the South-
East Region and Canberra. His role in establi shing this region©s pea&k conservation
body isindeed a significant achievement. As founder Diredor of the Conservation
Courxil, lan becane well known and respeded by locd governing bodes. His
persistence and superb liaison skill s resulted in the emplacement by the National
Capital Development Commisgon d long-overdue guidelines and enforcedle
regulations for stream and catchment protection during suburban development.

lan has represented conservation interests snce & 1984 as a founder Member of
the ACT Environment and Conservation Consultative Committee and its
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predecesrs. Inthe ealy 1980shis was oneof a very few voicesadvocaing much
greaer emphasis on potedion d grasdands and woodands. lan is also a founder
member of the ACT Fauna & Flora Committeethat analyses all threaened spedes
and hebitat nominations, drafts their gazettal li stings and Action Plans for future
protedion and management. His community work on environmental consultative
committees continues.

He is the m-author of six books on locd
natural history that focus on greaer pubic
awareness appredation and conservation d
native flora, fauna and hebitats. He has given
talks on a wide range of environmental and
natural history topics over recent yeas to many
community groups including SGAP.

During the past 20 yeas lan has gained a

pulic profile making him one of Canberra’'s

best-known and loved naturalists. Through his

radio programs, Environment Tours and adult

educaion work, he has played a unique role in

educaing the @mmunity on issies of

environmental conservation and smple

appredation d the natural world. lan Fraser is

a true ‘naturalist’ with hs interests Scaevolataccada
encompassing every aspect of natural history. lllustration by Beth McRobert

Amateur Category

Geoff and Gwyn Clarke (Canberra) have made an oustanding contribution to
furthering the objeds of the Society for Growing Australian Plants, bah in the
Canberra Region, and raetionally through the Association d Societies for Growing
Australian Plants (ASGAP).

Both Gwyn and Geoff have been adive members of SGAP Canberra Region from
its very ealy yeasjoining in 1969.As President for four yeas and dfice-beaer
for a total of 17 yeas, Gwyn has daped the Society into the successul
organisation it is today. She has <t in pace long-term strategies to med
objedives, and energised the Society to med new chall enges as they arise. Geoff
served on Courxil for eight yeas and was adive in ASGAP for nine yeas. His
wisdom as a former Public Officer is still sought.

Gwyn has also played a major role in ASGAP since its formation. She has held
office for atotal of 11 yeas, including as President in 19871989. Recently she
chaired a review of the dfedivenessof ASGAP in meding its obedives. Gwyn
makes a notable contribution to ASGAP padlicy discussons and working goups,
and her understanding of organisational matters is legendary. Gwyn convened the
ASGAP Conference held in Canberra in 1987 and is co-convenor of the 2001
ASGAP Conference.
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To promote the adltivation d Australian rative plants, Gwyn has had a major role
In boasting the propagation and dant sales adivities of SGAP Canberra Region.
She is continuing to develop a plant propagation database to record and analyse
propagation tedhniques. Gwyn also co-developed a comprehensive plant labelli ng
database to ensure that information appropriate to the Canberra region is made
available to the public.

Gwyn and Geoff both have expert knowledge of plant taxonamy, propagation and
cultivation, which they have shared generoudly with ahers through talks to SGAP
groups and community organisations, leading field trips and giving propagation
workshops. Gwyn has also contributed to ou knowledge through articles in
puldicaions such as Australian Plants Journal and SGAP Canberra Region
pulicaions. She has a pivotal role in developing a new edition d Australian
Plants for Canberra Gardens.

Their love of Australian native plants is inspirational. Gwyn is also a member of
the propagation group d the Friends of the ANBG and an ANBG Voluntee Guide.
Their garden is often open for visits by SGAP members and the pulic and is
visited by horticulture students from the Canberra Institute of Technology.

Geoff’ s contribution has been most notable by succesdully lobhbying the ACT
Government and aher locd authorities on conservation issles and as a keen
phaographer of Australian native plants, spedker to community groups and leader
of field trips.

In hiswork on conservation d Australian native plants, Geoff has been the quiet
achiever for many yeas. As a foundation member of the Mourt Painter Landcare
Group, Geoff made asignificant contribution to the egadicaion d woody wedls,
propagation d plants to be used in revegetation work, and danting and care of
spedes. He was highly succesgul in lobhying the ACT Government to include Mt
Painter in Canberra Nature Park.

In his work with the group Towards Ecologicdly Sound Australian Landscapes,
Geoff has also prepared major submisgons to locd government authorities, with
outstanding results. Geoff was also instrumental in achieving an ACT Parks and
Conservation review of guidelines on the use of Australian netive plants in
landscaping new residential subdivisions.

Geoff has been a keen phdographer of Australian pants snce the age of 17. He
has built up a olledion d over 6000 dlides of Australian flora plus many of
Australian landscepes in all States and Territories. He uses his dides to ill ustrate
talks by himself and hs wife Gwyn, and also in preparing pulicity material for
SGAP and conservation projects.

Gwyn has given SGAP her expert knowledge, wisdom, sound judgement and
sengitivity to the neads and concerns of other people and aganisations. She has led
SGAP with love andis deeply loved in return. In his quiet way, Geoff has contributed
enormously to knowledge about and conservation of Australian native plants.
