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   The Australian plants featured here demonstrate the breadth of styling that 
people are using when working with these native species.  If you include images 
from APAB-N 3, you will see everything from tightly controlled ‘Japanese’ styles 
with their emphasis on triangular forms through to styles that are evocative of 
plants from the wilds of the Australian bush, where triangles are not much evident. 
   Thanks to those Members who have made images of their plants available.  I 
hope to be able to bring you more from time to time.  There are some very 
exciting, well-presented plants out there.  Please keep sending them in.  Such 
images are what many Members have asked to see to help them work with their 
own plants.  You might not see your own plants as particularly ‘exciting’ 
anymore, even if you still love them dearly, but others will find inspiration in 
them.
